The AmeriCorner 

Knowing that the season is changing, here are some important attendance tips to keep in in mind to ensure 

students are coming to school every day, on time.  

Help your child get to school on time every day: Babysitting, problems with a car or late bus, and the 
weather are not permissible reasons to miss school. Frequently coming to school late is noted on your 
child's permanent record, and will make it difficult for your child to stay caught up with the first lessons 
of each morning. Teach your child how to set and use an alarm clock.  
 
Follow the school's attendance policy, and report excused absences immediately: At the beginning of 
the school year, review the school's rules and make sure you understand whom you need to call if your 
child is going to be absent.  
 
Take an active role: Stay involved with your child's daily experiences at school by asking how the school 
day went, and then listening carefully to what your child shares including their successes and struggles. 
Make it a point to meet your child's teacher and friends. Read the school documents that your child 
brings home and take note of important announcements and dates, such as parent-teacher 
conferences. 
 
Locate potential sources of anxiety: If your child frequently appears upset or reluctant to go to school 
and cannot tell you why, schedule an appointment with his or her teacher or school social 
worker/psychologist to talk about possible sources of the anxiety.

City Year 
AmeriCorps members serve full-time in school. At Fairview, 7 AmeriCorps members serve in all grade 3-5 
classrooms and support the morning program for grades ECE-5. Throughout the day, City Year AmeriCorps 
members provide school-wide initiatives focused on increasing student engagement and positive school culture, 
while also delivering in-classroom support to help teachers differentiate instruction. They also provide one-on-
one tutoring and mentoring for students who need additional support with attendance, behavior, or course 
performance in Math and English Language Arts. At the end of school day, City Year AmeriCorps members run 
an after-school program for 4th and 5th graders offering enrichment and homework assistance.
